road work, 2019 Budget, managing finances in a more effective, efficient manner,
keeping facilities in good order, maintaining our landscaping, preparing for fall hospitality activities and getting ready for the Annual Meeting
in November. Thanks to all the Committee Members for their hard work that helps make SMR HOA one of the best developments in Tucson.
By now most of the residents that are here have experienced the gravel on Tanuri and Via Velazquez. Finally, the gravel has been swept up!
Unfortunately, they are NOT DONE YET!! A resident talked to the County DOT and received additional feedback from the Project Delivery
Manager who indicated that following the current chip seal application, the roadway will be treated with a fog seal. For our location, it appears
that the road should be completed sometime towards the end of October or early November. Fog sealing is the application of a thin layer of
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asphalt emulsion that helps cover small roadway imperfections, cracks or other small voids and seals the existing asphalt to preserve and protect
the roadway. While the asphalt emulsion is still fresh, it can be picked up in wheel wells and can get splattered on the sides of cars. After the
asphalt dries, there usually aren’t any problems. That’s why when we do a Seal Coat in SMR, we only do half the roadway and keep cars off it
until the emulsified asphalt dries for six to eight hours. Bottom line: When the fog seal begins, try to avoid those roads for a day, if you can.
Congratulations to Tom Triplett and the Nominations Committee for working very hard to find residents to take leadership positions for next
year and thanks to those volunteers who stepped forward to lead SMR in 2019. When you see Tom and members of the Nominations Committee,
please thank them for doing a tremendous effort this year.

The Board is investigating cost savings from Solar Heat for the East Pool and should have some comparative estimates and locations by the
end of the year. Thanks to Paul Greenberg, Chris Steel and Dick McGann for coordinating on this effort. More to come.

The Architecture and Recreation/Facilities Committees are going to explore adding a storage facility to the East Pool. The effort will involve
developing options to allow more needed storage areas at the Clubhouse.

Our Annual Meeting is coming up on November 13, 2018 and | encourage all who are back in residence, to attend. You’ll meet the existing
Board Members and the Candidates for 2019. It’s a good time to see the progress the HOA has made over the last year and let the Board know
your thoughts.

The east pool spa will remain open during the time
the east pool is being cleaned. | apologize for the inconvenience of the pool closing but everyone wants a clean and chemical-safe pool to
enjoy. Signs will be posted for the closing times at the pool gate as the dates and times are subject to change should weather dictate such.

A study is underway for consideration of SOLARCOIL HEATING of the east pool. One of our sister HOAs has had solar heating for several
years at their comparable-sized pool and the savings on gas bills has been significant. A proposal should be presented at our December Board
meeting. If solar heating is installed, the current thinking is that the black heating coils will be outside the fenced pool area on the west side of
the spa area. Initial investigation shows these coils will not be visible to any of the houses on the streets above the clubhouse area. Please let
me or any other Board member know if you have any concerns or suggestions about the installation of these coils before the December meeting.

We have talked about the pools and courts above, but don’t forget about the yoga, water aerobics, and book nook activities.

1 Quarterly and/or annual exterior home inspections, as viewed from the street, for ADR
compliance.
1 Outlined below is a list of items that the AC inspects during both the Resale Inspection
and the exterior home inspection for ADR compliance. Please take a moment to review.

=z 1 Post lamps, entry gates, visible side gates, and metal railings visible from the street are
in good repair and paint is not sun faded. Post lamps should be painted “Black Semi-Gloss”. Gates can be painted “Semi-Gloss in
Black, Dark Bronze, or Dark Brown”.

9 Garage doors are in good condition and paint is not sun faded. All garage doors must be painted “Mesa Tan”.

9 Visible parapets and roofs are covered with a “Desert Tan” roof coating.

1 Exterior paint on stucco homes and walls is in good condition (no sun fading). All stucco finishes must be painted “Cliff Brown”.

9 Utility boxes and cables on house walls are painted the proper color and paint is not sun faded. Homes constructed of Adobe block
must paint utility boxes and cables “Fandango”. Stucco homes must paint utility boxes and cables “Cliff Brown”.

1 Sconces, post lights, window screens, and windows are not broken, are in good repair, and meet ADR compliance guidelines.

91 Driveways and sidewalks are not excessively cracked. The 2019 ADR will include objective measurements for excessively (and

unsafe) cracked concrete.

91 No illegal structures visible from the street such as gazebos, awnings, etc.

1 No overgrown or out of control landscaping.
The Architecture Committee will conduct a street view, exterior inspection of our homes beginning in January 2019. Homeowners will receive
notification of any issues requiring correction. If you have questions about this upcoming exterior inspection, please feel to contact any
Architecture Committee member.
The overwhelming majority of our SMR homes are ADR compliant. Thank you! Our residents’ pride in ownership is reflected in our
consistently strong home values. People want to buy homes in our neighborhood!

ARROYO VACIO SEAL COATING SCHEDULE

Arroyo Vacio will be crack seal and seal coated Tuesday, November 6, through Thursday,
November 8. The west half of Vacio (4531 to 4581) will be completed Tuesday and drivable
the next day, Wednesday, November 7. The east half (4501-4525) will be completed Thursday
and drivable the next day, Friday. No traffic will be allowed on the half being worked on either
Tuesday or Thursday from approximately 7:30 am until the next morning. This means the day
your half of the street is being worked will require you parking your automobiles at the other
end of the street.

Tuesday, November 6, residents from 4531 to 4581 are expected to have their cars out of their
garages and drives by 7:30 am and not returning until the next morning. Then reverse the order on Thursday. Residents of 4501 — 4525 will
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be expected to have their cars out of their garages and drives by 7:30 am and not returning until Friday morning. Please observe barricades and
directional signs.

There are thirteen homes on Vacio; six on the west end and seven on the east end. If you are a home owner on Vacio and will not be in your
home or will have space available on your drive on the two work days, would you please identify your driveway as available to your neighbors
for overnight parking. If a driveway is not available, please carefully parallel park on the north side of the street. Also, outside services such
as landscapers and construction services will not be able to use the street either Tuesday or Thursday.

Crime Report

in of a contractor’s trailer, and a DUI arrest. We need to continue to make certain that we have someone looking after our properties when we
are absent and to keep your emergency contact information current in the SMR database.

SCAM ALERT: Beware of the Secret Shopper

FTC warns about the return of an old scheme. The Federal Trade Commission (FTC) is warning consumers to watch out for the resurgence of
a long-standing scam that combines fake checks with secret shopping. “We’ve been hearing a lot about it lately,” Emma Fletcher of the FTC’s
Division of Consumer and Business Education wrote in an online consumer advisory. “Here’s how it starts. You get a check in the mail with a
job offer as a secret shopper. You deposit the check and see the funds in your account a few days later, and the bank even tells you the check
has cleared. “Now you’re off to the store you’ve been asked to shop at and report back on, often a Walmart. Your first assignment is to test the
in-store money transfer service, like Western Union or MoneyGram, by sending some of the money you deposited. Or you might be told to use
the money to buy reloadable cards or gift cards, such as iTunes cards. You’re instructed to send pictures of the cards or to give the numbers on
the cards. “Fast-forward days or weeks to the unhappy ending. The bank finds out the check you deposited is a fake, which means you’re on
the hook for all that money. Banks make money available from deposited checks in a few days, but a fake check can take weeks to be discovered.
“By the time you try to get the money back from the money transfer service, the scammers are long gone, and they’ve taken all the money off
the gift cards, too,” Fletcher advised. The lesson: “If anyone ever asks you to deposit a check and then wire or send money in any way, it’s a
scam*

They look out for low hanging branches, too many
weeds or too little gravel in front of your house, fallen saguaros in the street, and whatever else is detrimental to our great outdoors. Of course,
the common areas are also part of their purview. Everyone admires the beautiful surroundings of SMR, and it definitely takes dedicated
volunteers as well as the hard work of Darren Seidel and his crew to keep our vistas looking so good. There is crucial work keeping buffelgrass
at bay, and, making those tough decisions on whether to take down a tree that might present a hazard or to trim trees which would ultimately
interfere with someone’s view.
